This summer is surely the most demanding
and busiest that we’ve had since first coming more than a decade ago to eastern Ukraine. The high-
lights: 3-day, 1,500mile trip to Poland for new Visas; new Sunday Bible Class with Brittaini &
Noelle; new “Evening Evangelism” at Faith; our container of Russian literature from CFC is cleared!
PRAISES: Besides daily tract distribution and witnessing, we’ve ramped up the outreach of the main
church work by starting “Evening Evangelism” - going out from 6pm-9pm when almost all Russian
families are out walking & socializing, taking advantage of the very long summer days. This change
of approach has yielded more visitors these 2 months than all year combined! Plus, we’ve targeted the 4-10yr children group for
the new Sunday Bible Class with Brittaini & Noelle, where both girls are doing an incredible job teaching in Russian to these
youth, but we’re also using this to train & equip Natalia to teach this Fall. Cathy rotates some of the Teens to work under Natalia
expanding the effectiveness of discipleship. CONTAINER - as pictured above, all the Russian literature sent from Couriers for
Christ has finally been released by Customs after 9 grueling months of Ukrainian bureaucracy and *much* prayer. Customs Stor-
age director became the first recipient of a whole Russian bible, & we’ve already delivered cases of it to the work in Zhitomir.
Special Blessing (pictured below/left): Igor & Ludmila in Zhitomir wanted their 10th wedding anniversary to be an actual Christ-
centered “rededication of vows” now that they’ve become Christians. It was the sweetest most precious, heart-stirring ceremony!
